As we begin another school year I thought it may be useful to provide you with some information about the coming term.

This term Y5/6 will have the opportunity to go swimming on Mondays at Penyrheol Pool. English:

Creative writing, recount and instructional writing.

Maths:
Place value, 4 rules of number fractions, decimals, percentages, area, perimeter, volume and investigations.

Science:
Forces, the human body and electrical circuits.

Welsh:
Oracy and writing based on expressing personal preferences and past tense recount of basic events.

History:
World War II

Art:
Linked to topic work and seasonal issues.

PE:
Swimming, games skills (netball, football, rugby) and health related fitness.

PSE/RE:
Respect and topical festivals.
